REQUEST FOR UPGRADE TO CERTIFICATION AT THE ASSOCIATION LEVEL

Certification at the Association Level is designed for Apprentice Level officials who are ready to take on more responsibility at meets within their own Association.  Officials requesting an upgrade must be a currently active Apprentice Level official and have a current USATF Membership.  Upgrades are for a specific discipline and the requirements for upgrade are applied to each discipline independently.  When meeting some requirements, such as the number of meets officiated, the official must have officiated that specific discipline at a meet in order for it to count towards an upgrade.  A multi-day meet counts as one meet for fulfilling the requirements.  If multiple events were officiated at a meet, then that one meet can count towards the requirements of each of the corresponding disciplines.

Once the requirements of this package have been fulfilled, the Officials Committee Certification Chair will submit an upgrade request to the Officials Committee for a subjective evaluation of an individual official’s readiness to upgrade and the Committee will vote on the request.  A simple majority is required for approval.

1. Be certified in the Required Apprentice Certification at the Apprentice Level for a minimum of 2 years.

2. Complete the appropriate 2013-2016 Olympiad Association Level Official’s Test for the desired discipline with a score of at least 85%.
3. Submit a Resume of meets officiated and event clinics attended while an Apprentice Level official.  During the time period you were certified as an Apprentice Level official, you must have officiated the requested upgrade discipline at a minimum of 8 meets. (Reminder: 
A multi-day meet counts as one meet for fulfilling the requirements.)

4. Submit one Letter of Recommendation from an active National or Master Level official.  The letter must be from an official with or for whom you officiated in the requested upgrade discipline.  The letter cannot come from Georgia Association Officials Committee members, but may come from outside of the Georgia Association.  The recommendation must address your ability to officiate all duties associated with the requested upgrade discipline.

The Association Level template should be used to ensure that the Letter of Recommendation contains the required elements.  The applicant should complete the first portion of the template and, then, send the template to the recommender.
5. Submit a written personal statement as to why you think you warrant an upgrade to Association Level certification status.  Describe your experiences and abilities to work all duties associated with the requested upgrade discipline.
